Testing Schedules: Mark Your Calendars!!

Hello Students and Families,

April is right around the corner, and that means state mandated testing is,
too. As you know, the State of California takes testing seriously, so we
must test all of our eligible students.

April 24 -April 28: Smarter Balanced (CAASPP) testing will take place
from April 24 to April 28. Students in the 3rd to 8th, and 11th grades will
be tested in math and language arts. Please contact your CT to schedule
times in the morning and/or afternoon for your students to test during that
week. Your CT can discuss with you the length of time necessary for each
student to complete all sections of the test. There will be NO ON -
CAMPUS CLASSES this week.

May 1 and May 3: In addition, the California Science Test (CAST) pilot
testing will happen on May 1 and May 3. All students in 5th, 8th, and 10th
grade should schedule with their CTs for a morning or afternoon time slot.
This is also a computer-based assessment, and should only take about 1-
2 hours. On-campus classes will resume this week.

The California Physical Fitness Test  (PFT) will also happen for 5th, 7th,
and 9th grade students. The test involves 6 quick strength and flexibility
activities, including a one-mile walk/run. Contact your CT to get a form, or
if you have any questions about how to complete the PFT. Forms, along
with links to instructional videos, are also be available on the Alder Grove
website. These forms will be due NO LATER than May 19th.
